 Swimming: 
o Drowning or near-drowning. 

 Hikes: 
o Delays communicating with and meeting Emergency Medical Services. 

 
 

I shall not hold The Jack and Buena Foundation or the YMCA of Stanislaus County or its staff 
liable for any damages caused by participation in camp activities.  I deem the camper 
appropriate age and skill level to participate fully in all activities provided by the camp staff.
